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IPS DIRECTORY NOTES 

1. For this edition, the USA section was placed after all other countries. This was partly for 
the convenience of your editor, who currently keeps USA and non-USA records in two 
separate database files. There is less than a page of data for countries coming after the 
USA, and a warning page was added at that point directing users where to look for 
Uruguay, Uzbekistan, Venezuela, and Yugoslavia. In future versions, this situation will be 
rectified, if your editor gets his software together. 

2. Bold face type was used for the city, to help users locate that item quickly. 

3. Phone numbers are given in formats that conform as closely as possible to those most 
commonly used in each country. There will be differences in usage depending on where 
you are and where you are calling to. For instance, if you live in the USA and wish to call 
our President-Elect in MOnchen, Germany, you must dial 011-49-89 2112B 250; ifs left 
to you to add the "011" access codeprefix for international calls. If you live in Germany, 
you must dial 089-21125 250, and it's left to you to understand the necessity of the extra 
"0." In most cases, that "0" is shown as "(0)". Numbers preceded by a "+" sign are 
country codes. 

4. E-mail addresses: a/l are given in Internet format (e.g., "keithj@unr.edu". The domain 
name "compuserve.com" indicates the address is on the CompuServe service; the 
suffix "aol.eam" refers to America Online, etc. If necessary, consult your manual or other 
information source to determine how to use Intemet addresses from your particular 
service. A few Worfd Wide Web home pages are included at the request of the 
maintainer, in the future, this will probably become a separate category. 

5. The Directory data was entered into a database from the previous hard-copy version, 
and a sizable stack of updates were then entered. Some mistakes have undoubtedly 
crept in during that process. If you find any mistakes, or if you have changes to contribute, 
fill out a copy of the update form and send it to me, by mail, fax, or email. I reserve the 
right to edit your submission to fit the' available categories and space. 

6. In the interest of saving a few baby trees"some of the informational summaries (such as 
types of star projectors) present in previous editions have been removed. The 
information is still present in the data base, of course; if anyone wants it, please let me 
know. Also, of course, if anyone sees improvements, additions, or deletions to this 
version that would be beneficial, I'd like to hear about it. 

7. Entries marked with a bullet ("-") have changed since the last Directory. 
8. IPS plans to publish a Directory every two years, starting in 1995. In altemate years, the 

membership chair will publish changes, either in The Planetarian or in a separate 
publication.
