Travelling Libraries

Gratia Countryman remembered the travelling library program as “the largest piece of
work which the [Minnesota Library] Association accomplished prior to 1900, a piece of

legislation...fostering of the public library movement.”? The statewide program served
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book-starved rural populations from 1898 to 1956 and helped establish the governance
structures for local public libraries in many communities.
