Language still in

ü  Still Requires projects be 
treated as if federal aid 
highway projects 



TREATMENT OF PROJECTS 

1421- PRODUCTIVE AND TIMELY EXPENDITURE 

OF FUNDS. 
üRequires Secretary to develop guidance 
üEncourage programmatic approaches to project delivery 
üExpedited and prudent procurement techniques  
üBest practices for effective and timely expeditures of funds  

 

IMPLEMENTATION 

ü Requires Secretary to ensure guidance developed 

consistently implemented by States and FHWA 
ü avoid unnecessary  delays 
ü minimize cost overruns 
ü Ensure effective use of federal funding

SAFETY PROGRAMS 

HSIP funds  
ü No non- infrastructure eligibility  
 

405 Funds:  
ü Creates non-motorized safety fund  
ü For states where  
ü 15% or greater of traffic fatalities are bike/ ped 
ü Comes from Highway Safety Bureau 
 

402 Funds  
üBike/ ped non- infrastructure projects eligible  
 
 



405 SAFETY PROGRAMS 

ü Eligible uses : 
» Educating Law enforcement on state laws effecting 
bike/ ped 
» Enforcement campaigns to enforce those laws 
» Public education and awareness programs on those laws 
for motorists, cyclists and pedestrians 

 
ü Fits with Performance Measure  
ü Gives states funds to implement safety 

goals
