• 13 NFL teams currently play their games on synthetic turf and, since 2003, over 70 FIFA U-17 

and U-20 World Cup matches have been played on synthetic turf soccer fields.    

• From Disneyland® and the Wynn Hotel to the Twentynine Palms Marine Corps Base and your 

neighbor’s yard, thousands of homes, businesses, golf courses, and public spaces have turned to 

synthetic grass to provide a lush, attractive landscape solution that requires minimal resources 

and maintenance. 

• 40 to 45 million square feet of synthetic grass will be installed in various forms of landscape and 

recreation by the end of 2014.
