We end the year in a time of turmoil. I suspect that most of us are feeling emotionally, spiritually, and 
physically drained. So much has happened in recent months within Unitarian Universalism that we are 
feeling even more exhausted than we might normally feel at this time of the year. We could look at this time as 
one of despair or of one of possibility. I choose to think of it as a time of possibility. Hard conversations are 
happening all around us; they are necessary conversations but they are difficult conversations. True 
transformation is never easy. As Unitarian Universalist ministers we are called to be both pastors and 
prophets. Pastors to our people and each other, and prophets to our faith and our world. As leaders of this 
faith we must take these roles to heart in ways that we may have not had to at any other time. We must lead 
our people well. 

This year we engaged Annette Marquis to facilitate our Intercultural Competency work. We also have been 
experimenting with different ways of meeting together and making decisions, intentionally choosing not to 
follow Roberts Rules of Order. We understand that we must first change ourselves and our way of being 
together. We make progress, we make mistakes, we continue the journey together. 

The Board continues to do the work for which it has been elected, to set policies and create vision. One of the 
visionary questions we asked ourselves this year pertains to our mission to nurture excellence in ministry. We 
explored and continue to explore just what we mean by the term ministry. Do we mean Unitarian Universalist 
clergy only? Could we expand the definition to mean more that Unitarian Universalist clergy to include clergy 
from other liberal religious faith communities? Could it include more than just ordained, or pre-ordained 
clergy? Can we be more and in doing so have a greater influence? These are questions we are wrestling with, 
and weôll be looking for your input to find answers. 

With the question of membership in mind the Board discussed and will propose to you some changes to our 
bylaws. First we will ask you to consider and affirm including Aspirants in the category of people eligible for 
UUMA membership. Last year we gave Candidates full voting rights, and this year we want to extend to 
Aspirants the same rights and privileges. We have changed our policies to give the Executive Director the 
authority to approve all membership categories and will ask for a change to the bylaws to correspond to our 
policies. 

The Board is also pleased to announce that we have all committed to participating in the Wake Now Our 
Vision campaign. This collaborative campaign between the UUA, UUMA, UUSC, CLF, Starr King and 
Meadeville Lombard will continue our efforts to ensure that the UUMA remain strong and solvent for years to 
come. We invite you to learn more and participate with us.  

The end of the year always brings with it the sadness of saying goodbye to Board members This year Olivia 
Holmes, our esteemed Treasurer, Tricia Hart, our At Large Policy queen, and Josh Pawlek our dedicated 
CAROAM representative will be leaving the board. I thank each of them for their service to our Association 
and personally for their trusted friendships.  

It is also a time for us to welcome new members, Christana Willie-McKnight, Walter LeFlore and Richard 
Speck, as treasurer. Gratitude to the Nominating Committee for choosing these fine colleagues.  

And as always we are deeply grateful for our Staff, Don Southworth, Melissa Carvill-Ziemer, Janette Lallier 
and Michelle Pederson for the work they do everyday in supporting the Board and our UUMA.

In my second year of service on your Board of Trustees, my appreciation for the excellence of our staff, the 
devotion of our volunteer leaders, and the thoughtfulness and faithfulness of the other Board members I have 
the honor of serving with, has continued to grow. 

In particular I want to highlight to you the care and attention your Board pays to the core documents that 
guide its work: the Policies (set by the Board) and the Bylaws (set by you, the membership). The language set 
forth in these documents frequently come into discussion as we make decisions, as well as setting boundaries 
to the actions we do and do not take, as a Board. Because we take the Policies as seriously as we do, we devote 
a significant amount of time to monitoring our compliance with these policies, and to crafting revisions to 
them when we encounter conflicts between existing policy and what we believe to be best practice. It may 
sound a bit dry as I describe it, but this process has resulted in this body. Simply put, the ways in which we 
organize ourselves have a profound impact on who we are as an organization and what we stand for and can 
accomplish. 

As I said, the Board sets its own policies, but decisions about the Bylaws belong to the membership. That is 
why you will see that a slate of Bylaw revisions is before you at this yearôs business meeting. I encourage you 
to review them, to discuss and reflect on them, to consider the explanation provided for their having been 
proposed, and to participate in the process (at the meeting) by which they will be rejected or adopted. The 
documents by which we govern ourselves shape what we are and are not, who we are and are not, and what 
we can and cannot accomplish, together. My time so far on your Board has persuaded me not only of how 
important the process of their revision can be, but also how exploring such revisions can open the way to new 
and inspiring possibilities. I thank you for your participation in this process. 

A note on UUMA elections: As none of this yearôs elections are contested, no absentee ballots will be issued. 
However, I encourage those of you who cannot venture to New Orleans to make use of the off-site 
participation system to place your vote on this yearôs nominees.

Last year Don presented to me, then we presented to our UUMA Board and to you a budget for this year, FY 
2017, balanced by a draw from our unrestricted fund of just under $35,000.  I am delighted to report to you 
that our current projections for FY 2017 require a draw of just over $9,400 to achieve a balanced budget.  The 
difference is largely due to an increase in anticipated income; specifically in registration prepayments for the 
January, 2018, Institute, and increases in dues payments and program fee payments over our initial 
expectations way back last spring.    

As our Executive Director pointed out in his presentation of the FY 2018 budget to me and to the UUMA 
Board, the budget reflects an expansion of the Ministerial Formation Network to the entire continent.  Our 
purpose is to create the support network so many of you have asked us to create from the early stages of 
formation through the late stages of retirement.  

The budget supports the staffing of three full-time employees and one half-time employee.  It also supports 
the Institute, which for the first time will be open to all clergy, not just UU clergy; and the rollout of our third 
Beyond the Call Program.  This is on social witness with a particular focus on bringing those on the margins to 
the center early in 2018. 

To balance the budget, we project a draw from our reserves of $25,923; significantly less than we anticipated 
for FY 2017.  At 2.1%, this amount is well within our policy of a draw from reserves of not more than 10%.  The 
budget is a statement of our commitment to our ministers and to the importance of our ministries of this 
faith. 

We also anticipate an increase in student dues if the UUMA affirms inviting people in aspirant status to join 
the UUMA, and if the UUMA approves our increase in dues for aspirants and candidates to offset the 
increased costs of the Ministerial Formation Network.  We will be inviting all of you to consider making a 
contribution to the student discount fund to help our students meet the $50 increase in their dues we are 
recommending.  We are proposing a new dues structure that allows all members to request waivers, including 
students, on a graduated level. The Board approved a 2% compensation increase for the staff, and a 5% 
increase for our Executive Director after a careful review of compensation levels within comparable non-profit 
organizations. 

As you know, we have our books reviewed by outside professionals every two years.  Consistently they find our 
books to be in good order. 

For three years it has been my privilege to present you with balanced budgets that absolutely affirm our 
shared commitment to excellence in ministry through programs that respond to your needs and to your vision 
for all you want your UUMA to be, both within Unitarian Universalism and beyond; both at the beginnings of 
ministry and at the end.

As of our 2016 Annual Meeting, the UUMA "Continental Good Offices Trustee" position is no more; however, 
as the Trustee-At-Large with the portfolio of ñCounsel and Advocacyò, I have partnered with the Executive 
Director to support our Good Officer program. 

I have served as a member of the Executive Director's "Steering Committee" for the Good Officer Support 
Team (GOST), as well as attending the meetings of the Good Officer Support Team. 

The GOST has led three trainings, one on Employer/Minister relations in November, one on Multi-staff 
Ministry in February, and one on Successions in May. 

We hosted meetings between Good Officers and Regional Staff in December, and had Good Officer 
Continental Calls in June. 

We debuted an orientation webinar for Good Officers.

It has been an honor and a pleasure, not to mention a humbling experience, to serve four years on the UUMA 
Board, and a total of eight years on the UUMA Committee for Antiracism, Anti-Oppression and 
Multiculturalism (CARAOM), three of those years as the committee chair. I am grateful that so many of you 
were willing to go along with a straight, cis, white, mostly able-bodied man chairing CARAOM. Though as 
chair I had perhaps naively anticipated achieving things that didnôt happen, I do feel confident that some good 
and very important things have happened.  

Bringing the experience and gifts of colleagues of color into the center of our UUMA institutional life and 
world-view has been a major theme for CARAOM over the last four years. The book we have published this 
June in partnership with Skinner House, Centering: Navigating Race, Authenticity and Power in Ministry, is 
perhaps our greatest contribution to this effort. This book asks the question, ñwhat happens when the person 
at the center of power in a culturally white institution is a person of color?ò We feel it is essential for the 
continued relevance of our faith that all of us understand the range of answers to this question Centering 
provides. We are deeply grateful for the commitment of nine colleagues who have written chapters, and nine 
colleagues who have written responses to those chapters. And I need to give a special shout out of thanks and 
praise to Rev. Mitra Rahnema who first proposed the project and has been diligently bringing it from concept 
to reality over the past few years.  

Of course, publishing a book about what happens when UU clergy of color practice ministry at the center of 
white institutions is not the same things as actually centering people of color in our beloved UUMA. Itôs an 
awesome first step, to be sure. But that work of centering is only just beginning. Furthermore, the work of 
centering ultimately applies not only to colleagues of color, but to colleagues from a wide variety of 
historically marginalized backgrounds and identities. There is much more to do! 

Last June, in response to complaints about ableism in worship and other aspects of UUMA life, the UUMA 
Board asked the Executive Director to pursue an accessibility audit. Don Southworth has worked with 
CARAOM to initiate an audit process, and I am pleased to report that it is underway. Members of the audit 
team include myself and Rev. Barbara Meyers as co-chairs, along with Revs. Theresa Soto, Erika Hewitt, Evan 
Keely and Mark Belletini. We are hopeful that our audit will yield a set of best practices for reducing and 
removing ableism from our meetings, conferences, worship, language and other areas of our collegial life 
together.  

Finally, over the last year, CARAOM has engaged in a ótrial runô as a committee of the UUMA staff, as opposed 
to a committee of the UUMA board. As I have mentioned in previous reports, this is the last major structural

In an attempt to establish and/or strengthen mentoring relationships, members of the Steering Committee 
called members of the GOST, and members of the GOST called individual Good Officers to check in. 

We are considering some basic tracking system that preserves the confidential nature of Good Offices 
interactions, but still gives us some idea of the scope and frequency of the work. 

We revamped the Good Officer application form. 

I also reconvened the Committee on Ethics and Collegiality under a charter revised by the Board of Trustees 
in their October meeting.  We met several times and are beginning a process of discernment around the 
committeeôs role in accountability processes and procedures.  Committee members are myself, Dave 
Sammons, Susan Manker-Seale and Fred Muir.  We hope to have recommendations for any changes by 
February of 2018. 

I have provided some on-call consultation to Chapter Good Officers and UUMA members addressing 
challenges or tensions in their work.

change the UUMA is making in its transition to policy-based governance. I endorse this change. As a 
volunteer committee chair, it was difficult to give CARAOM the time and energy it requires in order to fulfill 
its charge. As a staff-led committee this year, CARAOM has had considerably more resources and support to 
pursue its work of helping the UUMA achieve its vision for anti-racism, anti-oppression and multiculturalism. 
UUMA staff have been able to integrate CARAOM members, and the work of antiracism and anti-oppression 
more deeply into the life of the UUMA, as well as initiate and guide CARAOMôs strategic planning. Having 
said that, the UUMA Board, with the input of CARAOM members, has decided not to ask for a vote on this 
change at this time. We feel that before any such change is formalized, the UUMA Board must complete its 
process of reconciliation and accountability with Don Southworth in response to his April 16th letter to the 
UUA Board.  

In conclusion, I want to offer a heartfelt thanks to CAROAM chairs, Revs. Walter LeFlore and Wendy 
Williams, and committee members Revs. Summer Albiati, Mitra Rahnema, Robin Tanner and Duncan 
Teague.

Since we last met in Columbus a lot has gone on in our world, our faith and at the UUMA.  We have continued 
to grow in our staff, our imagination and our programming.  The best growth we have experienced is the 
addition of our full-time Associate Executive Director, Melissa Carvill Ziemer, to our staff.  Her energy, 
passion and wisdom have been inspiring and I look forward to officially welcoming and affirming her in New 
Orleans.  I continue to be so grateful and blessed to work with an outstanding group of paid staff (Janette, 
Melissa and Michelle) and the many volunteers who help do the work of our UUMA.  I hope you know how 
lucky we all are and that you share your appreciation with all of them as much as you can. 

My report to you is that the UUMA is stronger than it has ever been.  We have more assets, more 
programming and more ideas on how we can help to nurture excellence in ministry throughout Unitarian 
Universalism and the world than ever before.  I hope you take advantage of the many opportunities to learn, 
serve and strengthen connections with colleagues inside and outside our faith. 

Below is a summary of some of our programmatic and administrative highlights from the year. If you have 
any questions please let us know so we can address them directly and/or at Ministry Days. 

§ 2018 Institute For Excellence in Ministry - We hope you are not only planning on attending but are 
also inviting an interfaith colleague to join you.  Our seminars are featuring some of the most dynamic and 
inspiring presenters we could find.  If you havenôt yet applied for a scholarship please do so.   

§ Good Officers - In our first year when the staff is overseeing the Good Officer program we are 
continuing to add more support.  Our Good Officer Support Team has offered three trainings to Good 
Officers this year on Negotiating Letters of Agreement, Multi-Minister Conflict and Successions. We are 
also holding our first New Good Officer Orientation webinar in May.  

§ Task Forces - We have four new task forces working on various issues that are important to the UUMA 
and our larger faith.  The Ableism Task Force is charged with reviewing existing ableism practices and 
processes throughout the UUMA and recommend ways to build awareness and to change/improve those 
practices and processes in the future.   The Multi-Ministry Task Force is a UUMA/UUA task force 
and is charged with making recommendations to the UUMA Executive Director, UUA Director of 
Congregational Life, UUA Director of Faith Formation Ministries and UUA Director of Professional 
Development on best practices for supporting and ensuring successful multi-minister ministries.  The 
Ministersô Family Task Force is a partnership between the UUMA/UU Retired Ministers 
and Partners Association/UU Ministers Partners and Spouses that is charged with making 
recommendations to the UUMA Executive Director, UURMaPA President, and UUMPS representatives on 
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the best ways we can provide support, counsel, resources, education, recognition and best practices to/for 
partners, spouses and families of ministers from seminary all the way through retirement.   The Joint Fifth 
Season Task Force is a partnership with the UUMA/UURMaPA/UUA and is charged with 
assessing current and future needs and available services and then  recommending the best ways to serve 
the needs of retired ministers and partners and what structures might need to be developed or changed in 
order to accomplish this goal. 

§ Where Leads Our Call?  - Most of our chapters have been holding or scheduling sessions for Module 1 
(Call & Excellence) or Module 2 (Call & Accountability).  Our funding for the program will end in June 
2018 so while it will be available chapters will have to pick up most of the costs.  We are working on an on-
line version that we hope to have ready by the fall. 

§ Beyond the Call - We completed our second Beyond the Call (BTC) program - which was on 
entrepreneurial ministry - in December and are excited about our third BTC which is described in more 
detail below. 

§ Ministerial Formation Network: The UUMA is excited to begin the work of implementing 
the Ministerial Formation Network continentally.  We have been conducting a pilot of the program this 
year, which has included 45 participants and 12 leaders.  We are planning on offering the program to all 
aspirants and candidates who are UUMA members beginning in the fall. The program is focusing on 
offering three specific things to all people who participate - discernment support, collegiality and 
supplemental education.  Please read up on it and participate any way you can. 

§ Coaching: After several years of offering a well-received peer coaching program, we are feeling it is 
time to enhance and expand our peer coaching services.  We have added members to the Coaching 
Coordinating Team and are planning to increase the types of peer coaching we offer and open the time 
frame during which coaching is available.  We will have further information about the expansions to the 
program available soon. 

§ Beyond the Call 3: The third iteration of Beyond the Call, our two-year, intensive clergy 
continuing education program will be focused on building our capacity for prophetic ministry.  Tentatively 
titled Beyond the Call 3: Building Beloved Community, this program will focus on the duties of ministry 
related to our calling to social justice work in the world.  We have an outstanding design team working 
hard to shape the program and we look forward to sharing those with you very soon and accepting 
applications by June 1.  The program will begin just prior to the Institute for Excellence in Ministry in 
January 2018.  

§ Endowment Administration: Administration of endowment pledges has been incorporated 
into the office workflow. Added staff has allowed for timely follow up regarding: acknowledgement of new 
gifts, management of recurring payments, and processing of memorial gifts. Quarterly payments are now 
routinely dispersed to the fund within a month of the close of the quarter. 

§ Membership Administration: the additional office staff has allowed for more timely follow 
up on membership recurring payment failures. In this the second year of the new membership cycle 80% 
of the membership has renewed by the end of the grace period (Oct 15). 

§ Personnel Management: Beginning July 1 the new personnel manual went into effect. 
Procedures have been put into place to track vacation accrual and usage in a more efficient manner. 

§ Membership Dues Audit: In the fall of 2016 we conducted our first ever membership dues 
audit to determine the integrity of the dues paying process. Thanks to the statistical talents of our office 
assistant a report was compiled using available data from our database, general values from the UUA and 
random sampling of the web. Because the initial review did not reveal any major discrepancies, no major 
adjustments are recommended at this time. A full report is available upon request. 

§ Chapter Retreat Registration Pilot Project: This fall we successfully performed registration 
for two PSW and one PNW Chapter retreats. The process went smoothly and, after one more PNW retreat, 
we will review the process and make recommendations as the viability of offering this service to our

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chapters. At this point feedback has been positive and the administrative staff is leaning towards 
recommending this as a service to be provided on a voluntary basis with a detailed list of  service 
boundaries. 

§ Streamlining of Bookkeeping Processes: This fiscal year we continue to experiment with 
ways to streamline the bookkeeping process and move to more electronic record keeping. As of Jan 1 
submitted vouchers for reimbursement have been stored electronically within Quick Books to allow for 
greater transparency and ease in external review, not to mention a reduction of paper usage. We have also 
moved to a similar system in storing staff credit card receipts and recording deposits. 

§ Financial Review: A financial review is under way using a CPA related to the Northern New 
England Chapter and overseen by the UUMA Treasurer. The review, which covers FY 15 and FY16, began 
in April and will be concluded by the end of May.

Each CENTER member holds a portfolio and works with staff in creating 
and coordinating its programs.  We are blessed to have a wonderful UUA staff team to work and learn with. 
This year Tom Schade is completing his four-year term on the committee, and his thoughtful reflections and 
blogs, humor, sweet grandkid pictures, website vision and skills, and deep commitment will be missed.

CENTER Programs:  

Coaching: This program matches trained coaches with individuals in final fellowship who have 
requested support in a particular area of ministry.

They have been looking at coaching 
models from other denominations and considering best practices. 

Collegial Conversations: These conversations, led by trained facilitators, are offered through 
chapters or clusters. This year both Module 1, The Theological/Spiritual Grounding for Nurturing Excellence 
in Ministry, and Module 2, Accountability and our Calls, have been offered.  

UUMA Connect: We have been working on providing an online experience every month based 
on the duties of ministry. We have had online webinars about Worship Web (with Erika Hewitt), 
Congregational Spiritual Direction (Phil Lund), Sabbatical Planning (Michael Tino, James Kubal-Komoto, 
Jonalu Johnstone), Media Training (John Hurley and Jill Goddard), a Colleague-Info Sharing group on 
Building Use Policies during this period of a dramatically resurgent social movement as well as a variety of 
blog posts.

Shared Ministry Task Force: This group with folks from LREDA, the UUMN, UUA, and UUMA has 
created a self-assessment tool for congregational staff teams, so that teams can discern how they might best 
improve.  Most areas are matched with resources from a list created by a previous team.  This should be ready 
to share at each groupôs next professional days

our ministries and to our well-being.  The CENTER Team is committed to offering relevant, meaningful ways 
to address these needs. If you have an idea, please let one of us know. Sometimes we try something, and it 
doesnôt go so well, or folks arenôt as interested or available as we had hoped.

With the support of the Executive Director and Associate Executive Director, our work in Florida focused on 
reviewing our progress in each of our portfolios of responsibility, assessing results, reviewing timelines for 
deliverables and visioning for our future work. The following is a status report in each of the portfolio areas. 
Rev. Deborah Raible, CDT co-chair, has taken primary responsibility for coordinating and communicating 
with CDT members and moving our process forward.  

Ministerial Formation Network and Mentoring (Claire Feingold-Thoryn): The Ministerial Formation Network 
(MFN) grew out of a series of conversations with stakeholders from around the continent.  With 
representatives from the UUA, Meadville Lombard and Starr King, Claire worked on a design team for a pilot 
program. The pilot of the MFN concludes this spring and the continental implementation of the program 
begins in September 2017.  The second installment of the on-line mentor training was offered this spring and 
we are planning to offer the on-line version of the training twice next year. 

New Member Orientation and Welcome (Neal Anderson):  Building on the work of Dara Olandt who needed 
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to end her term earlier than anticipated, Neal has been refining and implementing plans to widen our 
hospitality to new members and improve the orientation we offer.  Neal has worked with the UUMA staff to 
revise the initial new member communications.  The first New Member Welcome Webinar was held in May 
2017 with a plan to offer that means of engaging at least 3 times per year.  We are including a liturgy to 
welcome and recognize new members at Ministry Days this year and hope that may become an annual event.  

Communications/Inclusion of Ministers on the Margins (Ashley Horan/Duncan Teague): We had an excellent 
response rate to a survey of UUMA members who belong to historically or currently marginalized groups, 
including ministers of color, community ministers, retired ministers, and ministers in rural, geographically 
isolated areas.  Those who participated in the survey offered us very valuable feedback.  Ashley and Duncan 
are in the process of mining that feedback to create recommendations for ways we can improve our care of 
and service to ministers who have been on the margins.  

Resource Development (Anne Barker): As of this writing, Anne is soliciting input from chapter leaders and 
UUMA members for a complete revision of the old Chapter Leaders Handbook. The new Collegiality 
Handbook will be a resource for all leaders of UUMA collegial groups or gatherings; it will contain tools, 
resources, contacts and best practices, along-side words of inspiration and wisdom.  Our goal is to have the 
initial version of the new handbook available for distribution at the Chapter Leaders retreat prior to Ministry 
Days.  Additionally, we hope that it will be a living document that continues to be updated regularly as a 
reflection of all our best practices. 

Life Cycles of Ministry Pilot Program (Peter Friedrichs/Sunshine Wolfe): The CDT is collaborating with the 
Rev. Alicia Forde, the UUAôs Professional Development Director and the UUMA CENTER team to develop the 
life cycles of ministry model. We have used the ñFulfilling the Callò developmental model as a primary 
reference point. The working group developed a RFP and received four excellent proposals.  After thorough 
review, the group chose to work with Leaderwise to develop the pilot, which will be held in the Central East 
Region for up to 48 ministers in four life-stage cohorts beginning in the year ahead. 

In the life of our beloved UUMA, the now 3 year old CDT is still quite young, and yet our first set of members 
is completing their terms.  Immense thanks to our colleagues Ashley Horan, Claire Feingold-Thoryn, and 
Peter Friedrichs, along with additional CDT pioneers Marni Harmony, Brian Kiely and Dara Olandt who 
needed to leave us sooner than expected.  The CDT foundation is stronger for their dedication, wisdom, and 
laughter.

Columbus, OH 

1. Invocation and Call to Order 
President Linda Olson Peebles called the meeting to order at 8:33am and business began with the 25/50 
worship service. Linda called the meeting back to order at 10:31am. 

2. Announcement of Streaming and Online Participation 
Secretary Kelly Weisman Asprooth-Jackson explained the process for participation by off-site members. 

3. Appointment of Parliamentarian and Timekeeper 
Linda appointed Kendyl Gibbons Parliamentarian and Jen Ryu Timekeeper. 

4. Approval of Rules and Procedures 

Secretary Kelly Weisman Asprooth-Jackson moved to adopt the rules and procedures as 
presented. The motion passed. 

Rules as Adopted 

No person may speak for more than three minutes on any one item. 

No person may speak more than once on any one item as long as anyone else wishes the 
floor. 

After initial presentation, debate time for each item requiring a vote shall be ten minutes. 
After ten minutes, a motion shall be automatically put, ñShall debate be extended for ten 
minutes?ò Any time that a majority shall fail to extend time, debates shall be closed and the 
question on the floor put to a vote.

5. Approval of 2015 Annual Meeting Minutes  

Secretary Kelly Weisman Asprooth-Jackson moves to approve the minutes of the June 25, 
2015 annual meeting in Portland, OR, as presented. The motion passed. 

6. Presidentôs Report (Linda Olson Peebles, President)  
Linda Olson Peebles presented her final report as President of the UUMA Board, including a presentation of 
the revision to the Mission and Vision statements. 

7. Collaboration Peter Morales, UUA President 
Linda introduced President Morales, who spoke about the state of collaboration between the UUA and the 
UUMA, underlining the evolution and improvement of such over time. 

8. Executive Directorôs Report (Don Southworth, Executive Director) 
Don Southworth presented his report as Executive Director. Don announced prizes for the roughly 1% of the 
membership who read his report, with UUMPs strongly represented. He also announced a Congregational 
Trip Advisor now in production: a program for ministers (and hopefully eventually congregations) to rate 
congregations in various categories of health. The 2018 Institute will be conducted in partnership with 
Auburn Seminary and will be open to clergy of all faiths. 

The Continental Good Officer role is ending, as staff takes responsibility for overseeing the Good Officers 
program. The Collegial Development Team is now in its second year. The deadline for those seeking coaching 
through the UUMA is August 15th. Collaboration between the UUMA and other UU professional organizations 
continues to grow.

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As of June 8, 2016, $741,600 had been pledged by our members towards the UUMA endowment. 

Don was joined by Mary Katherine Morn of the UUAôs Stewardship and Development Office to announce the 
Awake Now Our Vision Campaignôs Legacy Challenge. Made possible by a $5,000,000 gift from the UU 
Congregation of Shelter Rock, this will promote legacy giving towards the several UU organizations within the 
Wake Now Our Vision, but also supply resources at the congregational level for use in promoting legacy giving 
there. 

Don expressed thanks to out-going board members, and to the board generally for its commitment to elegant 
governance. Don introduced the staff and offered his thanks for their hard work. Don also received a special 
gift from the Collegial Development Team. 

9. Treasurerôs Report, Adoption of 2016-2017 Budget (Olivia Holmes, Treasurer) 
Olivia announced that the draw from reserves for the 2016 budget year would be dramatically reduced to 
between $5,000 and $15,000, thanks to increased dues payment and contributions from retired members. 

Student dues will be increasing slightly in the next year. Scholarships continue to be available to anyone for 
whom this poses a hardship. There will now be two categories of membership for retired ministers: Life 
Membership for those truly retired from work-for-pay and Regular Retired for those who have retired from 
ministry in a formal sense, but continue to work (and be paid) in some capacity. 

Treasurer Olivia Holmes moved to approve the budget for fiscal year 2016-2017, as 
presented.  

Discussion: question about income streams and the amount in reserves. A concern was raised about 
increasing the dues for students. Question about retirement status. 

The Motion passed. 

10. Nominating Committee Report and Vote (Mark Ward, Chair) 
Mark Ward, Chair of the Nominating Committee presented the proposed slate of officers: President: Cheryl 
M. Walker; Vice President: Eric Kaminetzky; Trustee-At-Large: Elizabeth Stevens; Nominating Committee: 
Sian Wiltshire 

Mark Ward, chair of the Nominating Committee moves to adopt the slate for election as 
presented. The motion passed. 

11. By-Law Revisions (Patricia Hart, Trustee at Large) 
At-Large Trustee Tricia Hart presented proposed amendments to the Bylaws regarding the description of 
Associate Members, the voting rights of Student members, and submission of applications for membership, as 
printed in the Annual Meeting packet and reprinted here: 

ñARTICLE IIðMEMBERSHIP 

Section 2: ASSOCIATE members have all the privileges and responsibilities of membership. No person in 
regular membership shall be involuntarily moved to Associate status except as provided by these bylaws. 
Associate membership shall be restricted to:  

A. Ordained clergy whose primary fellowship is not with the UUA.  

B. Other ordained clergy as determined by the Board of Trustees.  

C. ASSOCIATE LIFE: UUMA - Associate Members who retire from the active ministry may be granted 
Associate Life membership upon application verifying their retired status. Dues shall be waived for 
Associate Life members. Associate Life members shall retain all the rights of Associate Members. In 
case of any question about Associate Life membership status, the decision of the Board of Trustees 
shall be final.  

Section 3: STUDENTS who have attained Candidate status with the Ministerial Fellowship Committee shall 
be eligible for Student membership, and shall have all rights, privileges, and responsibilities of Regular 
membership. Such membership shall be non-voting and include such privileges as the Board of

A. The applicant shall apply for membership to the Administrator.  

B. Any applicant for voting membership shall be in ministerial fellowship with the UUA, or submit 
such documents as the Board of Trustees may require.  

C. Applicants for any category of non-voting membership should so indicate and submit such 
documentation as the Board of Trustees may require.ò 

Patricia Hart, Trustee at Large, moved to amend Article II, Section 2 (Associate 
Membership), Article II, Section 3 (Student Membership), and Article III, Section 1 (The 
Submission of Applications) as presented on p. 18 of the Ministry Days Onsite Packet and p. 
23 of the Annual Meeting Packet. 

Discussion: Questions were raised about Student vs. Candidate membership, and the concern that not all 
those in Student membership are actually students (because of transfer and plural standing with the MFC). 

Anita Farber-Robertson made the motion to amend the amendment to Article II, Section 3, to 
read: 

ñTHOSE who have attained Candidate status with the Ministerial Fellowship Committee shall be eligible for 
Candidate membership, and shall have all rights, privileges, and responsibilities of Regular membership.ò 

Anitaôs motion was seconded and passed. 

Clyde Grubbs moved to extend debate for 10 minutes. The motion was seconded and passed. 

JD Benson moved to divide the question. The motion was seconded and failed. 

Charlie Dieterich made a motion to postpone indefinitely. The motion was seconded and 
failed. 

Elizabeth Bukey moved to call the question. The motion was seconded and passed. 

Vote taken on Triciaôs original motion to amend the Bylaws (as further amended with 
wording provided by Anita). The motion passed. 

The final wording of the approved amendment to the Bylaws is as follows: 

ñARTICLE IIðMEMBERSHIP 

Section 2: ASSOCIATE members have all the privileges and responsibilities of membership. No person in 
regular membership shall be involuntarily moved to Associate status except as provided by these bylaws.

Josh Pawelek presented his report, his final as CARM chair, and acknowledged his successor in that role, 
Walter LeFlore He also mentioned CARMôs transition from a committee of the board to a committee of the 
staff. 

Josh gave an informal ñright relationsò report focused on Tuesday morningôs worship service and voices 
excluded and left-out: issues around able-ist hymnody and metaphor, as well as the absence of direct 
acknowledgement that the attack at the Pulse nightclub in Orlando, FL was an attack on GLBTQ people on 
Latinx night. 

14. Invitation to 2018 Institute CENTER Committee 
Julie Taylor and Darrick Jackson presented their invitation to the 2018 Institute at the Innisbrook Resort and 
Spa near Tampa, FL.

The UUMA continues to review the dues structure seeking to address the concerns and realities of a sliding dues scale while 
still presenting a balanced budget to ensure we have the resources to continue to live into our vision of a stronger, more 
effective association.  

Dues are payable beginning July 1 and must be paid by October 15 to retain membership. The renewal 
process is dependent upon your profile containing correct information regarding your Salary & Housing and Ministry Setting. 
Please make sure your profile is up to date. You will be given an opportunity to update your profile at the start of the process. 
Installments (10 payments spread evenly between the day you renew and June 30) and Automatic Renewals (to process on 
July 1) are both available. If you wish to prepay your FY18 dues please contact Janette Lallier (administrator@uuma.org). The 
online renewal system will be available beginning June 17. 

While we acknowledge that there is no system that will be 100% equitable across all income levels we hope you will see that the 
spirit of this structure is intended to level the field as much as possible. Please remember that waivers are available for those 
unable to pay the minimum; we especially encourage those of you who are making less than $25,000 a year to consider asking 
for a waiver. Waivers must be requested by October 15, 2017. Although the chart does not extend past $100K, those making an 
income beyond that are welcome to pay 1.0% (0.5%) of their income.  

A special note to members earning Canadian dollars: when going through the renewal process please first convert your Salary 
& Housing into US dollars so that you will be paying on the same scale as others.

Waivers are available to members earning less 
than $25,000 or experience on-going financial 
hardship. Waivers will be given on a sliding 
scale and must be requested no later than Oct. 
15. 

Internal Membership Procedures: 

§ Grace Period: Memberships are payable beginning June 17th (Prepay) and members will have online access until October 
15th (106 days). Membership not renewed by Oct 15th will be in lapsed status. At the following June 30 any lapsed 
memberships will be dropped (moved to Non-Member: Eligible).  

§ New Members: Members joining after March 15th (106 days) will owe dues for the following year.  

§ Waivers: Must be requested by Oct 15. May not receive a waiver more than three years in a row without special 
circumstances. Documentation presented can include one of the following: most recent tax return (first page), detailed list 
of income and expenses. Members on disability will be granted a full waiver with SRI documentation. 

Waiver Sliding Scale: 

ß First Year Requested: 75% off: $62 (parish) / $31 (non-parish) 

ß Second Year Requested: 50% off: $125 (parish) / $75 (non-parish) 

ß Third Year Requested: 25% off: $188 (parish) / $95 (non-parish) 

ß Full waivers granted on case by case basis.
